They are pale yellow when laid, darkening with time and developing a gongben circlet and a spot of
the same colour on the micropyle. There are some 34atliating from the micropyle and extending
over its flat edge and part way down the side. The larva hatches after six to eight days. The young larva
eats its way out near the top and eats the discarded shell.
